The Tour de France 2002 -Departure in Luxembourg

In 2002, the "Grande Boucle" begins in the Grand Duchy of Luxembourg: theCity of
Luxembourg: the National Minister of Education, Professional Training, and Sports as
well as the Luxembourg Federation of Cycling Sports will be partner with the Tour de
France Society to plan for the Departure in Luxembourg. P&TLuxembourg is also
associated with this extraordinary sporting event as a partner.

Three days of pre-race activities and three days of racing will make the Grand Duchy
a very lively place for almost a week. From Wednesday 3 July to Monday 8 July 2002
i .

Francois Faber was born in Aulnay-sur-Iton (France) on 26 January 1887, the child of a
French mother and a Luxembourg father. When he reached the age of majority, he chose
Luxembourg citizenship and earned a living at first as a longshoreman. In 1906, he began
cycling with a bicycle purchased on credit.

His height of 1.89 metres and his 90 kilos of muscles made him worthy of the nickname
“Giant from Colombes". A well-conditioned athlete in excellent health, Francois Faber was
one of the greatest champions of his era and won the Tour in 1909 after victory barely
eluded him the previous year.

When war broke out in 1914, Faber enlisted in the Foreign Legion, and was killed in a
battlefield in Artois at the Bonneval farm on S May 1915.

The engraving on the stamp is based on a photo of the era.

"The Champion" (Joseph Kutter - 1894-1941)

- Joseph Kutter was, without doubt, one of the great painters of Luxembourg. Often, his
subjects are placed in the foreground of his paintings in the style of photographers of the
era. His portraits were painted with strong brushstrokes and the large noses, which Kutter
gave his human figures, always attract the attention of visitors.

- The painting "The Champion", kept in the National Museum of Art and History in
 Luxembourg, was painted in 1932, and it was the great Luxembourg racing cyclist Nicolas
- Frantz (1899-1985) who inspired Kutter for this work.

Nicolas Frantz was a two-time winner of the Tour de France (1927 and 1928) and he took
2nd place in 1924 and 1926, winning a total of 20 stages of the Grande Boucle and several
other classic cycling races. Nicolas Frantz is the only racer to have worn the yellow jersey
from start to finish of a Tour de France.

”The Hell of the North*: With this nidname so synonymous
ofuﬁeﬁngaﬁﬁomandcfachmdﬁﬁcdtyforbodﬁ men and
machines alike, the Paris - Roubaix race (which will be held for the
hundredth time in 2002) has been proudly keeping alive the spirit
of cyding for over a century.

The cobbles of the North are to the Paris - Roubaix race what the
mourtain passes are to the Tour de France. They have made this
race, (founded in 1896 at the initiative of Théo Vienne and
Maurice Perez, two factory owners from Roubaix, and
interrupted only for the First World War) a truly exceptional
event

“ The ‘hardest knocks’ are always found atop the cobbles”, said
the writer Antoine Blondin. In fact, on a surface which is ideal for
swnning exploits but also for painful falls, the Paris - Roubaix was
once a merciless “machine” for selecting future champions. Both
dreaded and highly prized at the same time, it was won by names
as prestigious as Fausto Coppi, Louison Bobet or Bernard Hinauft
History has preserved the records of victories by Roger De
Viaeminck (four wins between 1572 and 1577) and that of the
hourly average of Peter Post (45129 km per hour in 1964). It also
demonstrated the undeniable superiority at the end of the
century of the Belgian racers who managed to clock up 47
victories compared to 30 French wins (induding 17 during the first
20 years of the event), In the tradition of Roger De Viaemindk his
countrymen Octave Lapize, Gaston Rebry, Rik Van Looy, Eddy
Merdkx and Francesco Moser each triumphed three times in the
race which connoisseurs referred to as “The Queen of Classics”.

Today, the Paris - Roubaix covers some 254.5 kilometres (the year
2001 distance), of which there are no less than 50 kilometres of
cobbles. To retain its unusual nature, it has been necessary to
gradually keep pace with the road improvements by moving the
route towards the north-east Setting off from Compiégne, the
race today crosses two regions (Picardy and the Nord-Pas de
Calais), and finishes at the Vélodrome in Roubaix after having
passed through some strategic points such as the Wallers-
Arenberg trench and the crossroads of LArbre where the legend
of the “Hell of the North” is very much alive and well.
