at the same time, each stamp retains its visual energy when it stands
alone on an envelope.

This design approach was shaped partly by research into youth's
attitudes to the sports, says Robert L. Peters of Circle Design Inc.,
the stamps’ designers. “We met with some Grade 6 students to ask
them what made these sports appealing, and we found that the
common denominator was the perceived element of risk. Also, the
sports are fairly new, so there are still opportunities for younger people

That makes the design more
dynamic, which is in keeping with the active and
high-angle attitudes of the sporis. Skateboarding
and mountain biking, for example, have z lot to
do with flips and turns, and
this dynamism is what we
wani to convey.”

With its brilliant colours,
fresh design and lively
images, this issue is sure to
appeal to both coilectors
and young people. "We
wanted to create stamps
that will capture the
excitement these sports |
can offer,” says Peters.
"If they can convey that
excitement on a couple
of square centimetres of
paper, | think they've
succeeded.”

& Have You Noﬁced? (By Anthony New - GSM)

Most people are aware that the UK has the privilege (unconfirmed by the Universal Postal
Union as far as | know) of issuing stamps without the country name. f and when we are

compelied to put a name | wonder what form it would take - not, | suspect, ‘GB’ as we are so
used to writing.

However, my ftrain of thought started with the question of other stamps
without a country name and my eye had chanced on one of the two designs
of the Netherlands Silver Jubilee stamps of Queen Wilhelmina (1923). it is
odd that the designer - and indeed the Dutch post office - ‘got away’ with it.

| don’t propose to fry to list all the examples to be found, though an interesting
and quite extensive coliection could be formed. Many postage due stamps
spring to mind (after all, these are a class of stamps not normally meant to be -
recognised beyond their own territories), as well as various issues for limited areas such as the
Alsace-Lorraine stamps of 1870, the East Saxony issue of 1945 under Russian occupation, and
some early ltalian states stamps, merely inscribed ‘FRANCO BOLLO’. Many Russian stamps
say no more than the equivalient of ‘Post’ or ‘Postage Stamp’ and, like many from Arabic and

Far East countries, are at least partiaily identifiabie by their lettermg whether or not it divuiges
the country name.

At the risk of touching on two entirely separate topics in one article,
have you noticed that the companion design to the Wilheimina profile
is a close cousin of the Victoria (Australia) ‘Queen on Throne’ of 1852,
the original version of which also omitted the country name? Both
appear at first glance to be totally symmetrical but in fact Wilhelmina
and Victoria both sit just a little askew, and close examination shows
that the Dutch design really has no exact symmetry in any of its parts
and yet is perfectly balanced. Incidentally, this and the companion
design were both lettered by the great master Jan van Krimpen who
~~ was to join the printers Enschedé two years later and went on to
create the famous ‘Lutetia’ and ‘Romulus’ type-faces. A E

% Machine Labels (John Holman - GSM)

in recent months | have illustrated some machine labels, popularly known as ‘Frama stamps’.
Patrick Awcock has written to point out that the labels | have shown fall into two quite distinct
types. Firstly, there are ‘postage labels’ - the ones frequently referred to as Framas - which are
to all intents and purposes postage stamps. They are valid (aimost) indefinitely from anywhere
in the country of origin and as such need to be cancelled by postmarking to prevent re-use.
Secondly, there are ‘franking labels’ which are simply a confirmation that postage has been paid
and no postmarking is necessary since all postal details are included on the label and it is not
valid at any other time or place.

Postage labels are issued from machines as a result of a customer inserting currency and
printing stamp(s} of their chosen value. They do not need to bear a date or location (other than
the country name). Some do include a machine number, town name or postal code number,
possibly for security reasons, but it is unnecessary, since they are valid at any time or place
within the country of issue. They are noted, but not listed in the main SG catalogue (Parts 1-22};
GB ‘Framas’, however, are recorded and priced (in sets) in the GB Concise and Collect British
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Stamps catalogues, but they are not given catalogue
numbers.

Franking labels are basically no different from any cther
meter-franking machine. Several countries have used
franking machines on post office counters for about 50
years, among them Belgium, France and the USA.
Since the 1960's at least these franking machines have
been deveioped specifically for counter work and some
of the modermn labels inciude a printed background. All
these labels must include the date and location of
issue. They can sometimes be obtained from machines
by the general public, but are intended for immediate
use and not otherwise valid for postage; Japanese
labels, for example, are worded (in Japanese) ‘Valid
day of issue only’. Perhaps the best modern examples
to demonsirate their meter-franking origins are the
current labels from Singapore and Thailand, both of
which include the 11-digit Pitney Bowes encription
number. None of these labels are listed or noted in the
SG catalogues.

This time | feature four Spanish |abels, showing the PO
logo (crown and post-hom), a map of Spain, poet
Federico Garcia Lorca, and one commemorating the
Consejo Internacional de Museos meeting in Barcelona
in 2001. | assume the building shown on the stamp is
of a major museum in Barcelona, no doubt a reader will
enlighten me. Also shown is one of four designs from
Switzeriand showing mail carriage by train, lorry, van
and aircraft; these replaced designs showing scenery.

Do you realiy iike PPi’'s? (GSM)

A complaint about Isle of Man Post's use of Postage Paid impressions instead of their own
stamps brought a letter from a coliector, David Plant of Stoke-on-Trent. He agreed that they only
use PP!'s and admits that he used to collect only the pictorial ones.

12 black-and-white designs by John N. Nichoison (used 1980-7) depict loM scenes; S more
{used 1987-95) depict loM post offices, but no designer is officially acknowiedged. (See Steve
Malone's “lllustrated Bikes on Stamps” catalogue - pages 61/2)

| can understand anyone adding these to an ioM collection as they are focal pictorials - but in
1998 David acquired a ready-made coliection of loM envelopes bearing all the other PPl's -
most Crowned Manx Arms, to the ordinary collector merely anncying as they come from the
organisation responsible for rea! lolM stamps.

Does & cataiogue justify a collection?

isie of Man Sales Ltd (presumably a private company, at 18B Arlington Dirive, Nottingham NG3
5EN) has published three editions of Robert Plant's catalogue of Isfe of Man Post Office
Postage Paid Stationery. IMS Monograph No.10 (no price quoted) feature s ali kinds of ‘fiyspeck’
minor printing fiaws in its 28 A5 pages.

But does the existence of a catalogue make them collectable? As with =ll post office PPl's, it
fails to answer an important question: if they're sc keen to encourage wus 1o buy their stamps,
why don’t they use them themselves?

In an articie in GSM, Ken Lake, under the heading 'The Acme of
Stamp Design’, said: | know I'm forever rattling on here about
modern - and ancient - standards of stamp design. | also know
that there is no ‘One True Guide’ to the subject. But for all that |
want to point you to a once-popular but only now reviving aspect
of stamp design: Poster Stamps.

Poster stamps date back to the 19" century and were still being
produced all through the 1930's - yet the standard of design and
multicolour production they reveal makes almost every postal
administration in the world look downright ignorant.

Two excellent catalogues exist for ‘Poster Stamps’, both are by
Charles Kiddle.
